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What Does the Selling of the New US-China
Cold War Label Mean?
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[Abstract)

The phrase “New Cold War between the United States and China” has
been frequently used over the past several years to describe the current US-
China confrontation. The media repeats the phrase “New Cold War between
the United States and China,” “the Economic Cold War between the United
States and China,” or the “High-Tech Cold War between the United States
and China.” Not only journalists, but even some international relations
scholars use these expressions very casually, and the high frequency of such
expressions has seemingly created a public opinion that cannot be ignored.
This paper examines the appropriateness of the phrase “new Cold War
between the United States and China” from the viewpoint of ideology and
economic relations. Is this analogy from the Cold War between the United

States and the Soviet Union an accurate application of history?
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
